


VILLAGE OF BRATENAHL
[bookmark: _GoBack]SPECIAL PERMIT
FOR THE REMOVAL OF EXCESSIVE NUISANCE ANIMALS

Pursuant to Section 505.135 of the General Offenses Code of the Village of Bratenahl, an application for a Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals may be obtained from the Bratenahl Police Department.

The Permit would allow ARCHERY HUNTING ONLY from a tree stand or elevated position on your property by a person you select from a list of hunters provided by the Ohio Department of Natural Resources.  All listed hunters will have successfully passed a hunters safety course, an archery proficiency test, and will have provided the Bratenahl Police Department with proof of liability insurance.

If you have other nuisance animals you wish to remove by another method, such as trapping, a Special Permit would also be required.  Please contact the Bratenahl Police Department for more information.

If there are several property owners combining their efforts and properties to obtain a Permit, each property owner must apply for a Special Permit.

The Permit application must contain the name of the person doing the removal, who may be subject to a background check, and the species of animal being removed.   Your Permit application will require a map of the property with the approximate location of removal indicated and the species of animal being removed.

The Chief of Police or his designated representative will visit the proposed site to determine if archery shooting can be done safely and if there are any special conditions that need to be addressed as a condition of issuing a Permit.

The Village will require that you notify the owners of property extending three properties from your residence in all directions (north, south, east and west) of your intention to remove nuisance animals, as well as the specific days a hunter will be present on your property so they are aware that this activity will be occurring on the property.

Remember, you are responsible for the people who will be conducting the removal of excessive nuisance animals on your property.

The Mayor and/or Chief of Police has the sole discretion to deny or revoke a Permit if there is reason to believe it is unsafe or unnecessary.  

No more than twelve (12) Special Permits for Removal of Nuisance Animals will be issued per calendar year. 
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
