


VILLAGE OF BRATENAHL 
NUISANCE ANIMAL CONTROL
INFORMATION NOTICE
The Ohio Department of Natural Resources recently implemented a new nuisance animal management program; specifically for nuisance deer control.  In response to this new program, the Village of Bratenahl has amended its Codified Ordinances and implemented a process for a Special Permit for the removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals to permit archery hunting in the Village. 
There are two ways you can remove deer from your property, both of which would require you to obtain a Village of Bratenahl Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals.  The first method for removal is with approval and a permit from the Ohio Department of Natural Resources which allows you to remove deer at any time of the year; or not just during archery hunting season which is currently September 26, 2015 through February 7, 2016.  The second is using a Village of Bratenahl Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals only, which can only be used during archery deer hunting season.
The following is the process to obtain an ODNR permit:
1. Contact the Ohio Department of Natural Resources, Wildlife District Three Office at 330-644-2293, regarding a Deer Damage Control Permit.  The ODNR will send a representative to inspect your property for damage to determine if a Deer Damage Control Permit is warranted.  The ODNR will also provide advice on ways to deter deer damage with nonlethal techniques.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]If you obtain an ODNR Deer Damage Control Permit, you must now apply to the Bratenahl Police Department and obtain a Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals.  
3. To obtain a Bratenahl Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals, the Police Chief, or his designee, will inspect your property to ensure use of archery can be done safely.  
4. If you have obtained both an ODNR Permit and a Village Special Permit, removal of nuisance animals by a qualified archery hunter can be done at any time of year. 
If you do not or choose not to obtain a ODNR permit, you can obtain a Village of Bratenahl Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals, however, this would only permit removal of deer during archery deer hunting season; or currently September 26, 2015 through February 7, 2016. 
To obtain a Bratenahl Special Permit for the Removal of Excessive Nuisance Animals, you must apply to the Bratenahl Police Department.

All archery hunting in the Village must be done by a person you chose from a list provided by the Ohio Department of Natural Resources.

If you have other nuisance animals you wish to remove, a Special Permit would also be required.  Please check with the Bratenahl Police Department regarding acceptable methods.
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
